3. Reads text emphasizing accuracy, rate, phrasing, intonation, and expression.
4. Completes “first reading” section of student sheet.
5. Rereads the text making planned improvements.
6. Completes “second reading” section of student sheet.
7. May repeat a third time.

Key Elements of Fluency Fluency Factors

Accuracy * Read words carefully.

The words in text are read correctly. * Correct mispronounced words before
continuing fo read.

* Figure out or decode unfamiliar words.

Rate * Adjust reading pace depending on what is

Text is read at a suitable speed; not too fast or slow. being read.
* Read quickly, but not too fast.

* Read at a consistent speed.

Expression * Change fone of voice according to the text.
Text is read with feeling and the right tone. * Read with appropriate feeling.
* Read so it sounds natural; like someone
is talking.
Phrasing * Read words in meaningful phrases.
Text is read in phrases, not word by word or choppy. * Read phrases smoothly.
