Affix Concentration

& Objective

The student will identify the meaning of afhixes.

& Materials
» Affix and meaning cards

& Activity

Students match affixes to their meanings by playing a memory game.

1. DPlace the affix and meaning cards face down in rows on a flat surface.

2. Taking turns, students select two cards and read them.

3. Determine if cards match by showing an affix and its meaning (e.g., pre, before). If there is a
match, pick up cards and place to the side. If cards do not match, return them to their original
positions.

4. Continue until all matches are formed.
